WYOMING

Overview
One Wyoming school is ranked in the 2026 College Free Speech Rankings. The 
University of Wyoming ranks 41 overall and earns a D speech-climate grade. 

The University of Wyoming performs well on “Political Tolerance,” “Disruptive 
Conduct,” and “Administrative Support,” suggesting students are open to hearing 
from controversial speakers, less likely to support shutting them down, and 
confident the administration would defend speech during controversy. It holds 
a “yellow light” rating in FIRE’s Spotlight database, meaning its written policies 
threaten student expression. UW has adopted both the pro-free speech Chicago 
Statement and a statement on institutional neutrality. 

Clarifying written policies and aligning them with strong survey performance and 
formal commitments would help further strengthen UW’s speech climate.
